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offices in Lower Manhattan and London
and employs over 170 people. At home
with both large and small projects, his re-
cent work ranges from university buildings
like the University of Chicago Graduate
School of Business and the Watson Insti-
tute for International Studies at Brown
University to leading edge biomedical
and nanosystems research facilities such
as the Howard Hughes Medical Institute
Janelia Farm Research Campus in Virginia,
the Porter Neuroscience Research Cen-
ter at the National Institutes of Health in
Maryland, and the UCLA Nanosystems
Research Institute in California. His work
also encompasses other research labo-
ratories, courthouses, private residences,
athletic facilities, and performing arts ve-
nues like the new home for Jazz at Lincoln
Center in New York and the Leicester
City Performing Arts Center in the UK.
Among Vinoly’s museum projects are the
Cleveland Museum of Art, the Tampa Mu-
seum of Art, the Nasher Museum at Duke
University, and the Brooklyn Childrens
Museum. Currently nearing completion
are the two innovative convention cen-

ters in Boston and Pittsburgh.

Very special about this day was the dinner
afterwards, where students got to dine
with some of the lecturers, accompanied
(and partly financed) by Jaco Meuwissen
(ING Real Estate), prof. Dipl.-ing. Vam-
bersky and two representatives of Inbo
architects.

neers with some of the most talented and

respected professionals in the field. This
dinner contributed to succeeding in the
goal the originators of the VoD: to create
a better understanding between architec-
